RESIDENTIAL BURNING

Inside City Limits
You do NOT need a burn permit inside
the city limits of Ozark to burn
vegetative waste, i.e., tree limbs,
leaves or yard clippings.
You can NOT use tires or waste oil to
start the fire.
You can NOT burn household refuse
inside the city limits.

Outside City Limits
You do NOT need a burn permit
outside the city limits to burn
vegetative waste, i.e., tree limbs,
leaves or yard clippings.
You can NOT use tires or waste oil to
start the fire.
You CAN burn household refuse
outside the city limits.

The Ozark Fire
Protection District
strongly  encourages
the use of a burn pit or
container. Please
have fires out by 5:00
pm and do NOT burn if
the wind speed is over
15 mph or if there is a
fire hazard advisory.

The Missouri Department of Natural
Resources (DNR) PROHIBITS anyone in the
state from burning the following items:

Rubber Hazardous Materials
Styrofoam Plastic
Petroleum Treated Lumber

This includes construction waste.

You ARE required to obtain a burn permit
from the Ozark Fire Protection District.

Applications are available at the District
office located at:

604 N. 3" Street
Ozark, Missouri.

The application MUST accompany a $50
non-refundable application fee.

The District will inspect the site prior to
faxing the application to DNR.

Upon approval from DNR, the permit will
be issued.

Permits expire 7 days from the date of
Issuance.



SO WHAT IS THE BEST
WAY TO MANAGE WASTE?

Compost

your leaves,

grass,

weeds,

brush,

kitchen

scraps and

other organic

waste. The resulting humus is “green
gold” that protects soil from heat and
drought and returns nutrients to the
earth that are vital to healthy lawns,
gardens and croplands. Fibrous plants
and large leaves may have to be
chopped before adding them to the
compost pile. To counteract acidic
ingredients such as oak leaves, add
plenty of green waste such as grass or
manure. Decomposition requires air, so
turning the pile every few days will
hasten the process. Reduce waste by
cutting down on what you buy. Buy in
avoid

bulk when possible and

overpackaged products. Reuse, sell or
give away items you no longer need.
Consider chipping tree limbs to use as
mulch. Recycle everything possible.
Glass and plastic beverage containers,
metals, newspaper and
corrugated

cardboard at
a minimum
are collected
for recycling

in most

communities.

Recycle

leaves by
mulching them with your lawn mower
and leave them on the ground rather
than raking them up. This saves you
time and fertilizes the soil. Properly

dispose of waste you can't avoid or

recycle. Take it to a sanitary landfill,
transfer station or compost facility or use
a yard waste or trash service available

in your community.
